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I. General information

Since 1993, there have been more than 500 State party reports prepared for review by the CRC Committee, of which about 400 have been considered so far. More and more of these are 3rd, 4th and even 5th reports. In order to catch up on late reporting, the Committee has asked several States Parties to present combined 3rd + 4th or 4th + 5th combined reports for a specific date. Since January 2010, the Committee has been meeting in parallel dual chambers to reduce the backlog. This is intended to continue during the three 2010 sessions.
Unfortunately, still a few countries such as Cook Islands, Nauru, Niue, Tuvalu & Tonga, have not presented any report to the Committee though they have been requested to do so on several occasions. 
From one session to another, the functioning of the Committee remains similar – as described in Part II (Articles 42 - 46) of the Convention. The most recent session 54 was divided into two parts, the session per se, and the pre-session (of session 55). As a few years earlier, the Committee members met in two parallel chambers to consider seven periodic reports on the implementation of the Convention
 (Argentina, Belgium, FYR of Macedonia, Grenada, Japan, Nigeria and Tunisia) and six reports on the implementation of the two Optional Protocols (Argentina, Belgium, Colombia, FYR of Macedonia, Japan and Serbia). This report discusses only the seven periodic reviews. The Committee also met in pre-session with a number of NGOs from several of the countries that will be reviewed in September 2010 (session 55).

Committee Expert Ms. Moushira Khattab resigned from the Committee and will be replaced until the end of her term by Ms. Azza el-Ashamawy. 
Ms. Yanghee Lee (Republic of Korea) is the chairperson of the Committee. Ms Agnes Aidoo, Mr. Kamel Filali, Ms. Rosa Maria Ortiz and Mr. Jean Zermatten are the Vice-Chairpersons; Mr. Lothar Krappmann, the Rapporteur. 
Committee members’ domains of expertise and cultural backgrounds
 are various (legal, judiciary, medical, education, social, and other). Issues related to health and nutrition of infants and young children remain of central importance to many Committee members who have stressed this to GIFA staff on several occasions, and discuss them at practically every State review.

1) Plenary session 54 (25 May – 4 June 2010)

During the Plenary meetings, seven States parties - Argentina, Belgium, FYR of Macedonia, Grenada, Japan, Nigeria and Tunisia - were reviewed in relation to the Convention itself (periodic review). Questions asked by Committee members to the government representatives followed the usual given order, with issues linked to the child’s rights to health, nutrition and more specifically breastfeeding entering into the “basic health and welfare” section. Six State parties were reviewed regarding the two optional protocols.
At the end of the session, the Committee made official recommendations to the State parties in its Concluding Observations
.

Representatives from NGOs, the press and UN organisations attended the session but did not intervene; there were occasions to meet informally with Committee members, and to discuss relevant documentation with them, data and country reports on, for example, health and nutrition issues, including breastfeeding. The Committee uses some of this material to formulate its questions to government officials. 

The size of government delegations varies from one country review to the other: some are very large, with official delegates from a variety of ministries such as Health, Education, Social Affairs, Gender, Family Affairs, Economy, Labour, etc. - this was the case of the delegation from Japan and Nigeria for example. NGO representatives attending the sessions usually change daily depending on the countries being reviewed. 
GIFA staff met with a few members of the CRC Committee during the sessions.
2) Pre- 55 session meeting (7-11 June 2010)

The pre-session meetings are not open to the public. During the pre-session, representatives from NGOs from Angola*, Bosnia and Herzegovina**, Burundi*, Guatemala*, Montenegro***, Nicaragua***, Sierra Leone**, Spain*, Sri Lanka***, Sudan***
 had been invited to meet with the Committee regarding the periodic and optional protocol reviews to be held in September 2010. 
The pre-session meetings generally last three hours per country, and participants include representatives from domestic and international NGOs and/or national NGO coalitions as well as international organisations such as WHO, UNICEF, etc. that have prepared reports on child rights in these countries. Government officials are not present. The Committee questions NGO representatives on various issues but most importantly on specific difficult or controversial issues. GIFA encourages IBFAN members to contact the national NGO coalition of their country
 to take part in the preparation of a national coalition (or alternative) report in time for the pre-session. Also, GIFA contacts IBFAN groups in each country to prepare a short country report focused on the situation of infant and young child feeding. 

The NGO Group for the CRC usually sets up a meeting during the pre-session and NGOs based in Geneva meet representatives from these NGO Coalitions. It is interesting for these National Coalitions to hear about the situation in other countries, as well as the experiences of other National Coalitions. GIFA staff was unable to attend the meeting held for NGOs.
II. Country Reviews

The following summary concerns the discussions relating to the seven countries examined during the plenary session: Argentina, Belgium, FYR of Macedonia, Grenada, Japan, Nigeria and Tunisia. IBFAN-GIFA had received three reports on the situation of breastfeeding from IBFAN national groups (Argentina, Belgium, Macedonia) but information regarding infant and young child feeding was compiled by the GIFA office and sent to the Committee for each of the other countries reviewed.
1) Argentina (2-3 June 2010)

This was the review of the combined 3rd + 4th periodic reports of Argentina. The government delegation consisted of 8 members, of which one from the Ministry of Health. IBFAN presented a report on the breastfeeding situation prepared by IBFAN-Argentina. The Committee Expert, Marta Maura Perez, served as country rapporteur for the CRC.

Discussion

Legislation and other measures: The CRC welcomed the ratification of several international human rights instruments (the Optional Protocol on the involvement of children in armed conflict, the Optional Protocol on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography, the Convention against Torture and the Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of their Families). It also welcomed new legislation on the Convention that has been introduced in the past years both at national and provincial level - in particular, the adoption of Law 26061 which has set forth mechanisms for the promotion and protection of children's rights. However, dissemination and implementation of federal legislation at both provincial and local level remains a challenge. This law provides for the establishment of a national Ombudsman, but as no-one has been appointed to this position yet, the Committee expressed its concern for the lack of progress on this point. 
Other measures undertaken include the establishment of the Federal Council for Children, Adolescents and the Family (2006) for policy coordination on child issues and the National Plan of Action for the Rights of the Child (2005). The government delegation also presented the impressive results that have been achieved with regards to reducing unemployment and poverty. 
The discussion concerned the following issues: impact of business activities on children (with particular reference to agro-toxic products); inhuman treatment and discrimination of children with mental disorders; corporal punishment (not explicitly prohibited outside the home and still tolerated within the family); birth registration (indigenous children and ineffective civil services); children with disabilities (discrimination in education and the effects on employment opportunities); juvenile justice (poor conditions of detention facilities, severe sentences for juvenile offenders);  adoption (intention to ratify the Hague Convention); the welfare system (family allowance scheme, parent support programmes); child abuse and neglect; education (vocational training as a remedy to school-drop outs, human rights education in the curricula, sex education); indigenous peoples (protection of languages, financial assistance for higher education, necessity to translate the Convention into indigenous languages); child labour (high number of adolescents exploited economically, in particular in rural areas); children without parental care (the de-institutionalization process); violence against children (often linked to violence against women); 
Concerning health issues, the Committee acknowledged the positive attitude towards health and nutrition but expressed its concern about the high rates of maternal and neo-natal mortality. It welcomed the adoption of a comprehensive Health Action Plan including the Plan on Birth. The lack of human resources for high-risk birth comprises a problem. The Committee expressed also its concern regarding the increasing rates of sexually transmitted diseases among the youth, including HIV. 
With regards to nutrition, the Committee expressed concern about the high levels of disparity in malnutrition: in North-West Argentina, chronic malnutrition is twice as high as the national average. 
There was a discussion on infant feeding and the importance of breastfeeding was well recognized by the government.  According to the government delegation, breastfeeding rates have increased to 40%, thanks to joint governmental and UNICEF efforts in this regard. The Committee acknowledged the efforts made by the State party to encourage breastfeeding; however, it was concerned about the lack of a systematic data collection process and the absence of a National Breastfeeding Committee. 
Committee Recommendations 
Health and access to health services: (Paragraph 57) the Committee recommended that the State party: "a) Increase its efforts for the promotion of mother-child health, including during pregnancy and birth; b) Take urgent measures to address inequalities of access and quality of health services among the provinces, with a particular focus on primary health care, as well as addressing the causes of chronic malnutrition in the North West provinces; c) Undertake a study into the determinants of the high percentage and stagnant rates of maternal and neonatal mortality, and urgently address them; […] f) Seek technical assistance from UNICEF and WHO, among others."
Breastfeeding: The Committee recommendations on breastfeeding follow most of the recommendations included in the IBFAN report. In paragraph 60, the Committee recommends that the State party "establish a National Breastfeeding Committee and systematically collect data on practices of breastfeeding ensuring at the same time the enforcement of the International Code of Marketing on Breast-Milk Substitutes. The State party should also promote baby-friendly hospitals and encourage breastfeeding to be included in nursery training."
Suggestions for future action
The recommendations highlight the importance of breastfeeding and confirm that the implementation of the International Code of Marketing of Breastmilk Substitutes is a step toward the implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child. 

At the centre of its recommendations, the Committee has placed the implementation of policies that protect and promote breastfeeding, and most importantly the enforcement of the International Code. NGOs can substantially contribute in this process especially in advocating for the enforcement of the law. A follow-up on the recommendations is necessary, especially on the establishment of the National Breastfeeding Committee, the collection of data on breastfeeding, the inclusion of breastfeeding in nursery education (one of the first times this is recommended) and the promotion of baby friendly hospitals. This is a comprehensive and detailed set of recommendations concerning our issue. Together they can play a crucial role in monitoring and denouncing violations of the Code. 
IBFAN groups in Argentina, can play a fundamental role in the promotion and protection of the rights of the child by being pro-active in the follow-up of the recommendations and participating in their implementation. 
The next combined 5th + 6th report is due in July 2017.

2) Belgium (1-2 June 2010)

This was the review of Belgium’s 3rd periodic report. The country was represented by a team of 17 members, from both the Flemish and the French communities, including one person from the Ministry of Health. IBFAN presented a report on the breastfeeding situation prepared by IBFAN-Belgium. The Committee expert, Luigi Citarella, served as country rapporteur.

Discussion

A number of reforms and legal measures have been undertaken since the last review. The Committee recognized the leading role that Belgium has in protecting and implementing human rights. It welcomed the appointment in 2010 of an Ombudsman in the Flemish community, the establishment of the National Commission for the Rights of the Child, with the function of coordinating policies on children at national level, and the adoption of a National Action Plan for Children. It also welcomed the adoption of several human rights instruments (The Hague Convention No. 33, the 2000 protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, especially Women and Children).
Given the particular structure of the state of Belgium composed by the federal level, the communities and the regions, the Committee expressed it concern with regards to the coordination of actions for the rights of children – with the possible consequence of discrimination. 
The discussion during the plenary session concerned the following issues amongst others: children and poverty (alarming numbers show that 17% of children live under the poverty line and this rate is increasing from year to year); the right of the child to be heard in all processes that affect him/her; the prohibition of corporal punishment; adoption measures; education; the situation of non-accompanied migrant minors; juvenile justice (children between 16-18 years of age are treated as adults); child care (high rate of institutionalized children); child abuse (very high rates: second cause of child mortality in Flanders, one third of abuses being sex abuses); education (desired evolution towards free primary education); budget allocations (lack of clarity on how much is allocated to child rights); discrimination (towards foreign and migrant children); juvenile system (no alternative to detention for non-accompanied refugee children). 
The Committee raised questions on the issue of breastfeeding, however due to lack of time child health was not properly discussed during the plenary session. 
Committee Recommendations 

Health matters: Paragraphs 56 and 57: the Committee expressed concern regarding the health status of disadvantaged children; the high mortality rates during the first year of life of children from poor families; lack of universal health insurance coverage for children. In paragraph 57, the recommendations included "measures to monitor the health status of children from the most disadvantaged families in their first year of life; ensure access to health services to all children and encourage parents to seek health services that are available for their children. The Committee also recommends that the State party review health insurance systems in order to lower cost of health services for the most disadvantaged families. "
Breastfeeding: The recommendation of the CRC Committee on breastfeeding follows the most important recommendation of the IBFAN report to the Committee (the report highlighted the high number of breaches of the International Code and the need to enforce the implementation and monitoring of the Code.) In paragraph 56 the Committee expressed concern regarding "the paucity of information on the State party’s efforts to enforce the International Code of Marketing of Breast-Milk Substitutes." And in paragraph 57, it went on to recommend that the State party "strengthen enforcement of the International Code of Marketing of Breastmilk Substitutes in all parts of the State."

Suggestions for future action
The recommendation confirms that the CRC Committee considers implementation of the International Code of Marketing of Breastmilk Substitutes as a fundamental step towards implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child. 
IBFAN groups in Belgium can take up this recommendation by pushing their government to strengthen enforcement of the Code. A national monitoring campaign can, for example, be launched to create momentum and sensitize the general public about the violations, and leverage the Committee recommendation in an effective way, while creating public debate. 
The next combined 5th and 6th report is due in July 2017.

3) Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia (FYROM) (27-28 May 2010)
This was the review of Macedonia's 2nd periodic report. The country was represented by a team of 13 people, one of which was from the Ministry of Health. IBFAN presented a report on the breastfeeding situation prepared by Early Childhood Development–Research and Consulting–IBFAN Macedonia. Ms. Hadeel Al-Asmar was the country rapporteur for the Committee.
Discussion

A number of legislative and other measures taken since the last review, were welcomed by the Committee. These include: the establishment of a National Commission on the Rights of the Child; the new law which prevents juvenile delinquency and introduces restorative justice; the introduction of the 2009-2012 Action Plan for the prevention and countering of sexual abuse and paedophilia. 
The Committee expressed its concern on the fact that national legislation does not reflect all the aspects of the Convention. Moreover, the Committee expressed concern over the poor functioning of the national ombudsman system that has received very few complaints so far. 
Discussion: The Committee expressed particular concern on the issues of birth registration (a large number of children, mainly from the Roma community are not registered at birth and lack identity documents; no strategy for identifying children who lack registration); use of inappropriate punishing methods at the Educational-Correctional Institution (corporal punishment, solitary confinement, use of batons); children with disabilities (persistent inadequate services for these children and their families and persistent obstacles for access to education). 

The following issues were also discussed during the plenary session: discrimination; precocious marriages and pregnancies; non-respect for the opinion and point of view of the child; adoption procedures; the particular situation of Roma children; the separation of education along ethnic lines; high rates of rural and Roma children dropping out of school; juvenile justice (children are often imprisoned with adults); child labour (particularly worrying is the problem of street children begging or forced to work by night). 
As regards health, issues discussed included the following: decreasing public expenditures on health, reproductive and sexual education, teenage pregnancies, teenage marriages. 
As regards breastfeeding, the Committee investigated the reasons why nearly half of the 30 hospitals which were certified as baby friendly had lost their certification in 2008. Moreover, the Committee expressed concern regarding the high number of violations by baby food companies of the International Code of Marketing of Breastmilk Substitutes. The government delegation responded by explaining that there is no specific law on breastfeeding in Macedonia, but that companies that market breastmilk substitutes to infants under six months of age are nevertheless subject to fines. 
Committee Recommendations 

Regarding health matters, the Committee welcomed the reduction of infant mortality, but expressed concern for high mortality rates among Roma children and the discrepancies among rural and urban regions. It recommended that the State party eliminate rural and urban discrepancies in the quality and availability of health services, and reduce infant mortality among the Roma children (paragraphs 55a and 55b). It also recommended that Macedonia ensure the provision of health care and medical assistance with particular attention to primary health care, especially for the most vulnerable groups of the population (55/c). It urged the State to "(d) Raise the quality of pre-natal and post-natal health care for mothers with a view to preventing peri-natal mortality". 
In relation to breastfeeding, the Committee took up all recommendations made by the IBFAN-Macedonia report in relation to breastfeeding and the enforcement of the International Code. In paragraph 56, the Committee "welcomes the insertion of provisions of the International Code banning breast milk substitutes in the Law on food safety and the Law on consumer protection and that paid maternity leave and breast-feeding breaks are guaranteed by law." Nonetheless, it "regrets the declining rate of exclusive breastfeeding; that the paediatric association, which controls breastfeeding guidelines, accepts sponsorship from the baby food industry; and that baby food products are marked “for 4 months” and are widely promoted in private maternity clinics and available in pharmacies and supermarkets."
In paragraph 57, the Committee recommends the state of Macedonia "enforce existing legislation, enhance efforts to promote exclusive breastfeeding practices and comply with the International Code of Marketing of Breast-milk Substitutes."
Suggestions for future action 
The Committee recommendations highlight the importance of breastfeeding and confirm that the implementation of the International Code of Marketing of Breastmilk Substitutes is a step toward the implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child. It is to be noted that this is one of the first times that the Committee refers specifically to a professional association, namely the national paediatric association of Macedonia, in relation to infant and young child feeding and Code violations. Moreover, the Committee links better child health and nutrition conditions to better working conditions for mothers.
National NGOs should use these recommendations to integrate a child rights approach to their work. The recommendations point to two major areas of action: 1) enforcing the existing laws which protect breastfeeding including enforcing the International Code; 2) finding ways to support exclusive breastfeeding for 6 months. Relevant actions include advocacy and lobbying, direct sensitization of the public and professional associations, awareness raising campaigns, networking with other organizations that work in the areas of the rights of the child, monitoring violations of the IC and disseminating information on violations. 
Moreover, breastfeeding advocates should use these recommendations to approach the national paediatric association in order to improve compliance with the International Code, in particular in relation to labelling.

The next combined 3rd + 4th + 5th + 6th periodic report, is due in March 2017.

4) Grenada (31 May – 1 June 2010)

This was Grenada's 2nd periodic report on the implementation of the Convention. Ms Maria Herczog served as the country rapporteur for the report of Grenada. There was no IBFAN report on the state of infant feeding.
Discussion

Legislation and other measures: The Committee welcomed the ratification by Grenada of the Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children, which supplemented the UN Convention against Transnational Organized Crime. Moreover, it noted that the State Party has suffered considerable damage due to the two hurricanes (2004 and 2005), which together with the international financial crisis, have posed significant obstacles to the implementation of the Convention. 
However, the Committee was concerned that with the exception of the bill on the creation of a national ombudsman, no others had been passed in relation to the rights of the child, and the Convention is still not integrated into national legislation. Several new laws - the Status of Child Bill, the Childcare and Adoption Bill, the Domestic Violence Bill and the Juvenile Justice Bill - are still on hold. The Committee urged the State party to accelerate the process of their adoption and ensure the necessary resources for their enforcement. Moreover, Grenada has not ratified the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, the Hague Convention, nor has it yet appointed an Ombudsman. 
During the discussion, the following themes were brought up: sexual abuse (alarming numbers concerning at least one third of the child population; incest is a significant problem; lack of reports in the case of abuse); corporal punishment (a complete ban does not yet exist even if alternative forms of punishment have been adopted); education (achievements in providing free primary education); training of professionals working with children; coordination among ministries for the implementation of the national plan on children’s rights; birth registration (children are not allowed their documents until entering pre-primary school, registration often includes only the father’s details and excludes the mother’s); adoption (biased toward girl children); strong punishment for homosexuals; early childhood development. 
Concerning health, the discussion focused on issues related to HIV/AIDS (advances made in this respect) and reproductive health (sensitizing the population, especially teenagers on contraceptive methods available). 
Regarding breastfeeding, the Committee investigated the reasons why the State party does not have a single baby-friendly hospital. Moreover, it looked into maternity leave, its duration and support for unemployed women (8 weeks of maternity leave). 
Committee Recommendations 

In relation to health, the Committee recommendations addressed the issues of children with disabilities, adolescent health and HIV/AIDS transmission. Regarding health and access to health services, the Committee recommendations concentrated mainly on breastfeeding. Paragraph 44: “The Committee notes with appreciation the good health indicators for infant mortality, neonatal mortality and maternal mortality. The Committee notes with interest the Maternal and Child Health Programme, which works with mothers in the pre- and post-natal stages to facilitate safe and healthy delivery of babies and promote proper weaning practices among mothers.  However, the Committee is concerned that the exclusive breastfeeding percentages are very low, particularly for children over the age of three months.” In paragraph 45, it recommends that the State party “continue its programmes to encourage proper weaning practices and that it take steps to encourage exclusive breastfeeding until the age of six months and to further implement the International Code of Marketing of Breastmilk Substitutes.”
Suggestions for future action
The CRC recommendations point to breastfeeding as an essential concern regarding health and access to health services. Particularly important are the promotion of exclusive breastfeeding and the compliance with the International Code. This gives scope for actions through advocacy, lobbying and networking with other stakeholders, including public institutions. Moreover, NGOs can play an important role in monitoring compliance of the International Code. They should also see how they can work with advocates of maternity protection at work given the Committee’s interest in this issue during the discussion.
The 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th combined periodic report for Grenada will have to be submitted by June 2016.

5) Japan (27 – 28 May 2010)

The Committee reviewed the 3rd periodic report of Japan. The governmental delegation was composed of 27 members, two of which were from the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare. The rapporteur for Japan’s report under the Convention was Committee Expert Lothar Krappman. Unfortunately there was no IBFAN report.
Discussion

Since the last review, legislative and other measures have been taken such as the adoption of the Action Plan to Combat Trafficking of Persons, the Resolution on Urgent and Effective Promotion of Comprehensive Measures against Suicide and the amendments to the Child Abuse Prevention Law. 
However the Committee expressed concern with regard to the lack of an independent institution such as an Ombudsman or a human rights institution which could remind the State party about its obligations regarding the Convention. In this regard, the Committee was concerned that the establishment of a Human Rights Commission in Japan was still pending and there was no independent monitoring mechanism of the Convention on the Rights of the Child. 
The discussion concerned the following issues: suicide committed by children and adolescents (lack of research on the risk factors related both to suicides and attempted suicides); the status of children born out of wedlock (different than that of children born in marriage) and stigmatization of children in single-parent families; discrimination against children (ethnic minorities, children of non-Japanese nationality, children of migrants and children with disabilities); violence against women; budget allocation for children; the growing rate of poverty and of poor children; privatization of care which has led to an increase of costs of children’s facilities; the definition of the child (the National Youth Development Policy defined youth as people from 0 to 29 years old, without a specific focus on children from 0 to 18); the inclusion of civil society in the coordination bodies; minimum age of sexual consent (very low at 13 years of age); education (child allowance provided to children from junior to high school and secondary school fees have been waived; high competitiveness of the educational system is a heavy burden for the lives and personalities of children; lack of leisure and play time; allocations to migrant children, high rates of school dropouts; bullying); the weight given to the child’s view; the status and purpose of the Child Guidance Centres; the pressure on children to perform (not only at school but also at home in their families); disabled children (access to education and the special programmes in place); juvenile justice system (the age of criminal responsibility has been decreased to 14 years of age). 
Concerning health, the discussion focused on: the right of the child to ask for medical assistance without their parents’ permission; the availability of mental health services for adolescents; the psychological condition of adolescents in Japan; the high rates of increase of the ADHD (Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder); 
Breastfeeding was not discussed during the review session. 
Committee Recommendations 

Regarding basic health and welfare, Concluding Observations referred to children with disabilities (paras 58, 59: adopt legislation, provide adequate services, programmes and facilities, provide training for professionals, ratify the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities); mental health (paras 60, 61: address the issue of emotional and psychological well-being of children and adolescents, monitor trends and conduct research on the ADHD syndrome); health services (paras 62, 63: conduct an investigation on the child guidance system); HIV/AIDS (paras 64, 65: include reproductive health in educational systems and inform adolescents on reproductive health issues including prevention).
Concerning breastfeeding, no recommendations were made. 
Suggestions for future action: 
The Committee on the Rights of the Child needs information from NGOs in order to make recommendations to the government in different areas, including the right of the child to the highest attainable standard of health. IBFAN groups in Japan and other NGOs should monitor the situation of infant and young child nutrition and make sure that a report on these issues is sent to the CRC in time for the next review session. These groups should collaborate with one of the five national coalitions on the rights of the child in Japan. 
The 5th periodic report is due in May 2016.

6) Nigeria (26 May 2010)
The Committee considered the combined 3rd + 4th periodic reports of Nigeria. The delegation had 25 members, two of which were from the Ministry of Health. Committee expert Kamel Filali served as the rapporteur for the Nigeria report. There was no IBFAN report.
Discussion

On legislative and other measures: Positive steps have been taken in the implementation of the Convention with the enactment of the Child Rights Act in 24 states of the federation; the Trafficking in Persons Law Enforcement and Administration Act; the National Policy and Guidelines for the Establishment and Monitoring of Child Care Centres; the National Policy on Adolescent Health and the Integrated Maternal, Newborn and Child Health; the National Plan of Action on Orphans and Vulnerable Children; the National Child Policy and the National Child Health Policy; the Action Plan for the birth registration system. 
However, the Committee was concerned that previous recommendations have not been taken into account with regards to coordination measures, data collection, the definition of the child in terms of age, the use of the death penalty in juvenile justice, children with disabilities and corporal punishment. Moreover, the ratification of the two Optional Protocols to the Convention is still pending.
Discussion: The Committee was concerned about the issue of forty prisoners in death row for crimes committed when they were under the age of 18. The Committee has recommended that Nigeria brings its juvenile system in line with the Convention and that neither death penalties nor life sentences be imposed for crimes committed before 18 years of age. Another issue of concern is the violence against children, including reports on child victims of extrajudicial killings by law enforcement agencies. The discussion included also the issue of the widespread practice of witchcraft stigmatization of children with resulting abuse, torture, abandonment and killing. The Committee recommended that such practices be criminalized and that appropriate sensitization campaigns be carried out to address the issue of child witchcraft. 
The discussion also included the following issues: harmonization of Sharia law with international treaty law; harmful traditional practices (female genital mutilation); childhood marriages; the status of children with disabilities; child labour; street children; education (lack of access to free education and low completion rates for primary and secondary schooling); the role of civil society; discrimination and gender inequality; dissemination of the Convention; protection of the right of the child to belief and religion; illegal adoption practices; the effects of the oil industry on children. 
On health issues, the Committee was concerned about sexual and reproductive health education (the need to include it in school curricula, the allocation of resources, the problem of the low use of contraceptive measures); mental health services available to adolescents; HIV/AIDS (data on the programme of prevention of HIV transmission from mother-to-child). 
Committee recommendations 

Regarding health and health services, the Committee expressed concern on the following: Paragraph 59: “the high rate of infant, child and maternal mortality (the second highest in the world) and the high rate of preventable diseases such as malaria, HIV/AIDS and diarrhoea [...] the significant geographical disparity between the northern and the southern regions of the State party in terms of vaccination, the very low percentage of children who received immunization, the rate of malnourishment, and the incidences of child diseases, and the strong correlation between access to health care (including pre- and post-natal care) and the level of education and income.”
The Committee urges the State party to: Paragraph 60: “(a) strengthen the capacity of its decentralized health care system, [...] (c) Consider nutrition as a national priority and providing appropriate resources to the implementation of nutrition programmes and ensure their full integration into government health structures; (d) ensure community participation and ownership especially parents, regarding pre- and post-natal care, child health, nutrition and family planning; (e) combat maternal mortality and empower women in decision making concerning their health care; [...] (h) ensure the provision of free maternal and child health services to all states of the federation.”
Suggestions for future action 
Although no direct recommendations were made on the issue of breastfeeding, the Committee expressed concern regarding infant and child nutrition and addressed the issue of child malnutrition. Also, it addressed pre- and post-natal care, preventable diseases such as diarrhoea, and the high infant mortality rate. All these health concern relate to pregnancy, birth and infant and young child feeding, including breastfeeding, and thus constitute a basis for further action for NGOs working in these areas. 
The lack of a national IBFAN report on the issues of breastfeeding means that the Committee did not have specific information on this issue or on the implementation of the International Code. IBFAN and other groups in Nigeria, should monitor the situation of infant and young child nutrition as well as the implementation of the International Code and prepare a report for the next review session. 
The next 5th, 6th, 7th and 8th periodic reports have been requested for November 2016.

7) Tunisia (4 June 2010)

Tunisia reported for the 3rd time. The government delegation was composed of 7 members, one of which represented the Ministry of Public Health. The rapporteur in charge of the country report for the Committee was Ms. Kamla Devi Warmah. There was no IBFAN report as there is no IBFAN group in Tunisia.
Discussion

Legislative measures: The Committee welcomed a number of positive measures that had taken place during the reporting period such as: the creation of the coordinative post of Chief Child Protection Officer; the empowerment of the High Committee on Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms to deal with individual complaints; and the adoption of the National Plan of Action for Children. The Committee noted that the most important challenge for Tunisia is to implement and act upon the commitments it has undertaken. 
Discussion: The Committee was particularly concerned by the issue of neglect and vagrancy, the magnitude of which is alarming; this points to the lack of adequate protection measures in place and the lack of specific data on the situation of street children. Moreover, concerns were raised regarding the lack of monitoring of the quality of the juvenile justice system and the adverse effects that the very broad definition of terrorism might have on the protection of the rights of the child. 
The discussion also included the following issues: discrimination (against girls and women in the Code of personal status; single mothers; the Hebrew community); violence against children (committed by law enforcement agencies); corporal punishment; the situation of children in rural areas; violence against children (the capacity of civil society to prevent violence, violence against children in schools); the right of the child to be heard in tribunals; the application of the highest interest of the child; child trafficking; education (school completion rates); the fight against toxic dependency and smoking; juvenile justice; maternity leave. 
As regards the discussion on health, it focused on: maternal and child health and assisted births. 
Committee Recommendations 

Regarding basic health and welfare, the Committee expressed concern on: Paragraph 50: “the relatively high infant and mortality rates [and] that infant mortality in rural areas is twice the rate of urban areas and that important disparity between rural and urban areas regarding the quality of health services exists. The Committee is further concerned that exclusive breastfeeding prevalence fell significantly between 2000 (48%) and 2006 (6%).” 
As for recommendations concerning health services and access to them: Paragraph 51: the Committee recommended that the State party “continue to prioritize the allocation of financial and human resources to the health sector, in order to ensure equal access to quality health services by all children. [...] Furthermore, the Committee recommends that the State party strengthen its efforts to further reduce infant and maternal mortality, especially by focusing on preventive measures and generalizing specific actions to prevent major causes of maternal death.”
In the same paragraph 51, with regards to breastfeeding, the Committee “urges the State party to develop strategies and sustained programmes to inform parents and communities about the advantages of breastfeeding.”
Suggestions for future action: 
The recommendations point to the need to inform the communities and parents about the advantages of breastfeeding. They indicate the need for programmes and strategies that raise awareness and sensitize the population about breastfeeding. These measures are invoked in the light of a drastic decrease of breastfeeding rates – especially exclusive breastfeeding rates - in Tunisia. Unfortunately there is no IBFAN group in Tunisia. This may be an incentive to create such a group.
NGOs working on infant and child health and nutrition should develop awareness-raising campaigns, disseminate information to stimulate a public debate on the infant feeding, train professionals and cooperate with organizations such as UNICEF. Moreover, there is scope for pro-active action in initializing programmes and strategies in cooperation with the government in order to fulfil the above recommendations. 
The next combined 4th, 5th + 6th periodic reports have been requested for August 2017.

There is no National NGO Coalition for child rights in Tunisia.
8)
Summary

IBFAN presented alternative reports for only three of the eight countries reviewed: this is less than usual and is partly explained by the fact that there are no IBFAN groups in countries such as Grenada or Tunisia. In all cases however, the Committee received some basic information compiled by GIFA in Geneva.

There was a discussion on infant feeding in six out of seven cases. In its Concluding Observations, the Committee made direct recommendations concerning breastfeeding in five cases out of seven, one indirect recommendation (Nigeria) and no recommendation in the case of Japan. Promotion of breastfeeding and of exclusive breastfeeding for 6 months through legislation and national programmes, implementation of the International Code of Marketing of Breast-milk Substitutes, reduction of malnutrition and infant and maternal mortality, were amongst the points that were listed in the CRC Committee recommendations.

If we aim for questions/discussions during country reviews to continue and for recommendations to be maintained at a high level, it is essential that we continue sending in reports on the breastfeeding situation, and maintain our presence during the sessions. Equally important, and in the long-term even more essential: health professionals, breastfeeding and child rights advocates have to follow up on discussions and recommendations at country level after the review of their country. In the country summaries above, we have included information on the due-date of the next report and the contact details of the national child rights coalitions so that breastfeeding advocates approach them in time to work together to implement or push for the implementation of the Committee recommendations.

IV. Other points of interest discussed during Session 54
1) 20th anniversary of the two Optional Protocols to the Convention

At the opening of the 54th session, Ms. Navy Pillay, the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights, noted that the 25th of May marked the 10th anniversary of the adoption of the two Optional Protocols to the Convention on the Rights of the Child. Commemorations took place on the same day in New York. Ms. Pillay announced that two global campaigns will be launched with the goal of reaching universal ratification of the two Optional Protocols by 2012. 
2) New Committee member
The Committee has accepted the request of Egypt to replace Committee Expert Ms. Moushira Khattab till the end of her term. Due to the accumulation of tasks and responsibilities undertaken at country level since Ms. Khattab’s nomination as Minister of Family and Population (2009), she cannot continue in her dual role. She will be replaced on the Committee by Ms. Azza el-Ashamawy who is the Director General of the National Council for Childhood and Motherhood and the Director of the Anti-Trafficking in Children Unit. 
3) Dual Chambers
As already some years ago, since Session 53 (January-February 2010), the Committee on the Rights of the Child has been operating in dual Chambers, A and B – and will continue until the end of 2010. Macedonia, and Belgium were reviewed in Chamber A, while, Nigeria, Japan, Grenada, Argentina and Tunisia were reviewed in Chamber B. 
4) Complaints mechanism
There is an ongoing discussion concerning the adoption of a third Optional protocol to the CRC regarding a complaints mechanism for individual complaints. All other HRs Conventions have such a mechanism. States are invited to collaborate in the elaboration process and participate in a working group on the issue.
5) Day of General discussion

Due to the backlog of reports pending consideration, the Committee has decided that there will be no day of general discussion in 2010 – as is usually the case during the Autumn session. 

V. 55th Session, September 2010 + 56th pre-session
1) Plenary session 55 (September 2010)
The State party reviews of the following countries will take place in September: Angola, Burundi, Guatemala, Montenegro, Nicaragua, Spain, Sri Lanka and Sudan. Optional protocol reviews: Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Nicaragua, Sierra Leone, Sri Lanka and Sudan. 
2) Pre-session 56 (January 2011)
NGOs from States parties to be reviewed in January 2011 will attend the pre-session in September. Countries are: Afghanistan, Belarus, Cuba, Lao People’s Democratic Republic, New Zealand, and Ukraine. Countries to be reviewed regarding the Optional protocols are: Bosnia Belarus, Mexico, and Ukraine.
