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I. General information
Since 1993, there have been close to 500 State party reports prepared for review by the CRC Committee, of which about 400 have been considered so far. More and more of these are 2nd, 3rd and even 4th reports. In order to catch up on late reporting, the Committee has asked several States Parties to present combined 2nd + 3rd or 3rd + 4th reports for a specific date and as of January 2010, the Committee will meet in parallel dual chambers to reduce the backlog.
Unfortunately, still a few countries such as Afghanistan, Cook Islands, Nauru, Niue, Tuvalu & Tonga, have not presented any report to the Committee though they have been requested to do so on several occasions. 
From one session to another, the functioning of the Committee remains similar – as described in Part II (Articles 42 - 46) of the Convention. The most recent session 52 was divided into two parts, the session per se, and the pre-session (of session 53). Committee members met almost every day during this period of four weeks, on some occasions in private (to prepare common public statements, discuss Concluding Observations, etc.), but mostly in public meetings to examine five State Party periodic reports (Bolivia, Mozambique, Pakistan, Philippines and Qatar) as well as the reviews on the optional protocol relative to the sale of children and to children in armed conflict: Poland, Turkey and Yemen. This report discusses only the five periodic reviews. The Committee also met in pre-session a number of NGOs from several of the countries that will be reviewed in January 2010 (session 53).

The members of the CRC Committee are: Ms. Agnes Akosua Aidoo (Ghana), Ms. Hadeel Al-Asmar (Syria), Mr. Luigi Citarella (Italy), Mr. Kamel Filali (Algeria), Mr. Peter Guran (Slovakia), Ms. Maria Herczog (Hungary), Ms. Moushira Khattab (Egypt), Mr. Sanphasit Koompraphanz (Thailand), Mr. Hatem Kotrane (Tunisia), Mr. Lothar Krappmann (Germany), Ms. Yanghee Lee (Republic of Korea), Ms. Marta Mauras Perez (Chile), Ms. Maria Rosa Ortiz (Paraguay), Mr. Awich Pollar (Uganda), Mr. Dainius Puras (Lithuania), Mr. Kamla Devi Varmah (Mauritius), Ms. Susan Villaran de la Puente (Peru), Mr. Jean Zermatten (Switzerland). Ms. Yanghee Lee (Republic of Korea) was re-elected chairperson of the Committee. Ms Agnes Aidoo, Mr. Kamel Filali, Ms. Rosa Maria Ortiz and Mr. Jean Zermatten were the elected Vice-Chairpersons. Mr. Lothar Krappmann, the Rapporteur.

Committee members’ domains of expertise and cultural backgrounds
 are various (legal, judiciary, medical, education, social, and other). Issues related to health and nutrition of infants and young children remain of central importance to many Committee members who have stressed this to GIFA staff on several occasions and discuss them at practically every review.

1) Plenary session 52 (14 – 30 September 2009)

During the Plenary sessions, five States parties, Bolivia, Mozambique, Pakistan, Philippines and Qatar, were reviewed in relation to the convention itself (periodic review). Questions asked by Committee members to the government representatives followed the usual given order, with issues linked to the child’s rights to health, nutrition and more specifically breastfeeding entering into the “basic health and welfare” section. Three States parties were reviewed regarding the two optional protocols.
At the end of the session, the Committee made official recommendations to the State parties in its Concluding Observations
.

Representatives from NGOs and UN organisations attended the session but did not intervene; there were occasions to meet informally with Committee members, and to discuss relevant documentation with them, data and country reports on, for example, health and nutrition issues, including breastfeeding. The Committee uses some of this material to formulate its questions to government officials. 

The size of government delegations varies from one country review to the other: some are very large, with official delegates from a variety of ministries such as Health, Education, Social Affairs, Gender, Family Affairs, Economy, Labour, etc. - this was the case of the delegation from the Philippines with 19 members. NGOs attending the sessions usually change daily depending on the countries being reviewed. 
GIFA staff met with several members of the CRC Committee.
2) Pre-session meeting 53 (30 September – 2 October 2009)

The pre-session meetings are not open to the public. During the pre-session, representatives from NGOs from Burkina Faso*, Cameroon*, Ecuador***, El Salvador***, Estonia**, Norway*, Mongolia***, Paraguay*, Sierra Leone** and Tajikistan*
 had been invited to meet with the Committee regarding the periodic and optional protocol reviews to be held in January 2010. 

The pre-session meetings generally last three hours per country, and participants include representatives from domestic and international NGOs and/or national NGO coalitions as well as international organisations such as WHO, UNICEF, etc. that have prepared reports on child rights in these countries. Government officials are not present. The Committee questions NGO representatives on various issues but most importantly on specific difficult or controversial issues. GIFA encourages IBFAN members to contact the national NGO coalition of their country
 to take part in the preparation of a national coalition (or alternative) report in time for the pre-session. Also, GIFA contacts IBFAN groups in each country to prepare a short country report focused on the situation of infant and young child feeding. 

The NGO Group for the CRC usually sets up a meeting during the pre-session and NGOs based in Geneva meet representatives from these NGO Coalitions. It is interesting for these National Coalitions to hear about the situation in other countries, as well as the experiences of other National Coalitions.
II. Country Reviews

The following summary concerns the discussions relating to the five countries examined during the Plenary session, The Plurinational State of Bolivia, Mozambique, The Philippines, Pakistan and Qatar. IBFAN-GIFA had received four reports on the situation of breastfeeding from IBFAN national groups.
1) Bolivia (17 September 2009)

This was the 4th periodic report of the Plurinational State of Bolivia. The government delegation included 5 members. IBFAN presented a report on the breastfeeding situation prepared by IBFAN – AIS Bolivia. Ms. R.M. Ortiz and Mr. J. Zermatten were country rapporteurs.

Legislation and other measures: The country adopted a new constitution in the earlier months of 2009. It incorporates human rights in a broader way in over 120 articles, and recognizes international convention prevalence over national laws. Since the last review, some legislative/administrative measures have been taken: the Act on the promotion of Breastfeeding and HIV; the enactment in law of the UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous People; the creation of the National Council on Childhood and Adolescence; the Act on Universal Health Security; the Code on Boys, Girls and Young People; the Zero Malnutrition Programme has been planned and the "Yes I Can" programme was being implemented with the help of UNESCO. Bolivia has ratified the Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance in 2008 and the Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture in 2006.

The independence of the Unit for Children and Adolescents, the coordination of the players in the children's rights arena, the lack of a comprehensive policy for children and the need for a specific Ombudsman for children were also discussed. The National Plan of Action for children has not been approved yet. Many issues remain open as the reform process has not been finalized, with the negotiation process among various actors and interest groups still under way. However, the Committee stressed the need for new legislation to bring the legal system in line with the new Constitution. 

The discussion concerned the following issues: disparities in the implementation of child's rights (with regards to indigenous and afro-descendant children, children with disabilities, children living in rural and remote areas and poor children); birth certificates (school registration of the children without birth certificates); child labour (minimum age); street children (torture, cruel and inhuman treatment by police); institutional weakness in dealing with children (particularly the Municipal Child Defence Office); children deprived of liberty (new child detention centre being built); juvenile justice (implications of the existence of two parallel judicial systems); parent detention (children living with their incarcerated mothers); limited qualified personnel to deal with children and training of professionals; definition of the child (only the words "boy", "girl" and "adolescent" appear in the legislation, there is no mention of the word "child"); legal minimum age for contracting marriage (very low especially for girls); corporal punishment; education (bilingual education for indigenous people; school performance for indigenous people; professionalism of teachers); indigenous children (education, discrimination, economic exploitation, malnutrition); the case of Guarani children (living in conditions of servitude or forced labour in the Chaco region);  early childhood development and care; disabled children; foster care and international adoption; the right of the child to play; violence against children (high rate of domestic violence); early childhood institution and development; leisure activities for children; child trafficking.

Concerning health the discussion focused on the budget implications of the free health care programme until 21 years of age; early childhood development and care; adolescent health (high pregnancy rates, early pregnancies, high incidence of sexually transmitted diseases) with particular attention to adolescent girls; HIV/AIDS among adolescents and young people (which has an upward trend in recent years); drug and alcohol use among schoolchildren and adolescents. 

Concerning infant and young child health and feeding: the effectiveness of the Zero Malnutrition Programme in reducing infant mortality; the need to promote breastfeeding through the state but also through civil society targeting mothers with children up to two years; the high levels of chronic malnutrition among children, in particular in rural areas and among indigenous populations.

Committee Recommendations:

Regarding health and health services, paragraph 53 states that "the Committee is still concerned at the high number of maternal deaths, and that there has been no real reduction of the infant mortality rate in rural areas, especially in indigenous communities where the institutional attended childbirth is less than 50%." In paragraph 54, " The Committee recommends: a) That the health budget be increased in order to make more effective the implementation of different health care delivery models; […] c) To strengthen initiatives that give a stronger role to the community in raising awareness and developing culturally sensitive health care for pregnant women; and d) That more emphasis be placed on the implementation of neonatal mortality reduction initiatives." 

In relation to malnutrition, in paragraph 60, the Committee recommended that child nutrition be dealt with as a national priority through: "a) Establishing a time-bound plan of action to reduce chronic malnutrition; b) Allocating adequate human and financial resources; c) Coordinating the activities of relevant stakeholders including government entities and line ministries and civil society; d) Raising awareness of parents and caregivers of healthy nutrition; e) Establishing a nutrition surveillance system and ensure periodical screening of infants and school children and adolescents; f) Targeting as a priority poor and rural areas; and g) Evaluating the effectiveness of existing strategies."

Finally, concerning breastfeeding, the Committee adopted most of the IBFAN alternative report recommendations in relation to resource allocation for the implementation and monitoring of the breastfeeding law, as well as public dissemination and training of health officials. In the paragraphs 57-58, "While welcoming the Law no 3460 on Breastfeeding Encouragement (2006), the Committee is concerned at the insufficient financial and human resources for the implementation of this law. 
The Committee recommends that the State Party allocate adequate financial and human resources to the implementation and dissemination of the law to the general public, especially women, provide training on the law to health personnel and set up a monitoring process to ensure that the law’s objective is attained and fulfilled."
Suggestions: These recommendations all focus on the 2006 Breastfeeding Encouragement Law that has not been implemented or disseminated. NGOs should work with health personnel, the Ministry of Health, UN agencies based in the country and other parties to develop an implementation plan of action.
The next report, a combined 5th and 6th periodic report, is due by September 1, 2015.

2) Mozambique (16 September 2009)

This was the review of Mozambique’s 2nd periodic report, covering the period from 2000 to 2006. The country was represented by a team of 8 people, none of which was from the Ministry of Health. IBFAN presented a report on the breastfeeding situation prepared by the IBFAN Africa regional office. Ms. A. Aidoo and Ms. M. Perez were country rapporteurs.

Legislation and other measures: Since the last review, some legislative measures have been taken: new enacted laws such as a Law on the Promotion and Protection of Children's Rights, the Jurisdictional Organization for Minors Law and the Law on the Prevention and Combating of Human Trafficking; ratification of the Optional Protocol of the Convention on the involvement of children in armed conflict and the Optional Protocol on the sale of children, child prostitution and pornography as well as the ILO Convention No. 183 and 182; new created action plans such as the National Action Plan for Children and the Plan for Orphan and Vulnerable Children. Revision of other laws and legislative codes is under way. New institutions regarding children have been created such as the National Council on Children, a Children's Parliament, as well as a National Commission for Human Rights and Youth Health centres around the country. 
The discussion concerned the following issues: inequalities (among provinces and between urban and rural areas), high rates of HIV/AIDS and high levels of poverty pose the major challenges to the realization of the children's rights. Other issues: definition of the child (lack of harmonization between the Constitution and the Criminal Code); the status of the National Council on Children; the use of the Convention in national courts; birth certificates (the time limit for free certificates, the problems this poses to access education); education (high dropout rates, the ratio teacher-student remains very low, primary schooling not compulsory, gender disparities in education remain high, teacher training and salaries, sexual abuse in schools); juvenile justice (age of criminal liability, sentences for children between 16 and 18 years of age considered high); corporal punishment; budget allocation (information required from the Committee regarding the reduction of funds for combating HIV/AIDS); child labour; international adoption (ratification of the Hague Convention); child trafficking; traffic accidents; violence against children (prevention, violence in schools, teachers' Code of Conduct); refugee children; disabled children (access to education and inclusive education; teacher training); child labour (age limit and conditions, data reliability). 
Issues related to health and nutrition were not discussed by the governmental delegation. Several questions were posed by the members of the Committee concerning health: budget reduction that impacts access to and quality of paediatric treatment, voluntary counselling and testing as part of the ante-natal care programmes and drugs for the prevention of mother-to-child transmission. As regards HIV/AIDS, the state has conducted awareness raising campaigns with the purpose, among others, to prevent mother-to-child transmission. 
In the Preliminary Concluding Observations the Committee expressed the wish "to receive more information on the issues of health and on the very important issues of breastfeeding, nutrition and the breastfeeding code". 
Committee Recommendations: 
Regarding health matters, the Committee recommendations referred to children with disabilities (paras 59, 60: ratify the Convention on the Rights of the Persons with Disabilities; access to education; provide inclusive and awareness raising programmes; training for the professional staff; participation of children); adolescent health (paras 63, 64: reduce teenage pregnancies; develop education and awareness raising programmes on reproductive health and contraception; review legislation concerning abortion); harmful traditional practices (paras 65, 66: curb practices of early marriage and sexual initiation rites; end practices of sending children to work to pay for obligations); HIV/AIDS (paras 67, 68: “Ensure national scaling up of proven interventions to reduce new infections of children through quality Prevention of Mother to Child Transmission (PMTCT) services”; culturally sensitive education and information).
As for recommendations concerning the health services and access (paras 61, 62): " para  61: [the Committee] is concerned that: […] e) Only 30% of children under six months of age are exclusively breastfed." In paragraph 62, "the Committee recommends that the state party[…]: b) Ensure that all segments of society are informed, have access to health education and support on the use of basic knowledge of child health and nutrition, including the advantages of exclusive breastfeeding for children up to 6 months; c)[…] reduce infant and child mortality […] by […] improving nutrition and sanitary conditions; e)[…] reduce maternal mortality throughout the country and develop culturally sensitive health care services for pregnant women."

In direct relation to breastfeeding, the Committee adopted all the recommendations that were suggested in the IBFAN report: (para 62)" d) Accelerate efforts to implement the national breastfeeding policy and the implementation of the Code of Marketing of breast-milk substitutes, including revitalizing the Breastfeeding Friendly Hospitals Initiative and take steps to ratify the ILO Convention No. 183 on maternity protection at the workplace."
Suggestions: The above recommendations, if followed correctly by the State, should result in higher breastfeeding rates and exclusive breastfeeding rates; they offer a large range of activities and present a comprehensive programme for both the government and health/nutrition-related actors and breastfeeding groups.
The next report, the combined 3rd and 4th periodic report, is due 25 May 2016.

We are not aware of a child's rights National Coalition in Mozambique. 
3) Pakistan (28 September 2009)

This was Pakistan's 3rd and 4th periodic report to the Convention. The country delegation was composed of 11 people, one of which worked for the Ministry of Health. IBFAN presented a report on the breastfeeding situation in Pakistan. Mr. L. Krappmann and Ms. S. Villaran De La Puente were country rapporteurs.

Legislation and other measures: Since the last report of Pakistan, new laws have been passed like the Protection of Women Act (2006), which criminalizes violations of women and girls' human rights, and the Criminal Law Amendment Act (2004), which facilitates prosecution and punishment of honour killings. Other laws are still awaiting approval, such as the Child Protection (Criminal Laws Amendment) Bill, the National Commission on the Rights of Children Bill and the National Child Protection Policy. The country is in the process of ratifying the Optional Protocols of the Convention and has ratified in 2006 the ILO Convention nr. 138 on the minimum age for employment. According to the state report, the government of Pakistan has adopted various measures to implement the provisions in the Convention (including the second National Plan of Action). In the area of protection, the Government had set up a Child Complaint Cell in the Federal Ombudsman's Secretariat to redress children's grievances, and Child Complaint Cells are being established at the provincial level as well. To address the problem of poverty, the Benazir Income Support Programme has been set up, together with a pilot project of Conditional cash Transfer in the Child Support Programme which targets the ultra poor. A centre and a trust fund have been established for the rehabilitation of young men involved in conflict. 

However, the Committee noted that there is a general implementation gap in the legislative measures undertaken by the state of Pakistan and proper budget allocation needs to be planned with relation to programmes and policies for children. More information was required in relation to the work of the coordinating body, the National Commission for Child Development and Welfare, which is functioning on a very precarious budget. 

During the discussion, the following themes were brought up: children involved in armed conflicts (forced recruitments and training by non-State actors, lack of physical and psychological recovery for children affected by conflict, internally displaced children), vulnerability of refugee and asylum-seeking children; whether the alternative care for children is in line with the Convention (ensure the best interest of the child, family bond, support to single mothers, etc); gender disparities and the situation of girl children (discrimination in relation to health, infant mortality rates, immunization and enrolment rates, domestic violence and also early marriage age for girl children); child sale and trafficking (for purposes of sexual exploitation and honour killing); street children (who are often victims of violence); abuse and neglect of children, deficiencies in the birth registration system; education (need to double budget allocation, attain universality, reduce regional and gender disparities, capacity of the educational infrastructure); madrassah schools (violence and ill-treatment, sexual abuse, military training usage of schools); juvenile justice (age for criminal responsibility, alternative sentences from the deprivation of liberty, death penalty for minors, stoning of minors, training of judicial officers, separate juvenile prisons, protection of child witnesses, treatment of children by police officers in detention facilities, high prevalence of women and girls waiting awaiting trials for Hadood offences); right of the child to be heard (child parliament); early and forced marriages (divergence among different legal system in place); corporal punishment (currently lawful under the penal code and used as a disciplinary measure in schools, alternative care settings and in homes); support to child victims of exploitation; bonded labour; inhumane customs and rituals.

Concerning health the discussion focused on issues of infant mortality (under-two mortality is much higher for girls than boys); the failure of the extended programme of immunization to achieve its targets; disabled children (access to education, assistance to families); drug abuse by children (especially street children, lack of rehabilitation centres); the adoption of programmes in the area of basic health and welfare, including the National Maternal, Newborn and Child Health Programme (2006-2012), the National Nutrition Programme and the expansion of the Lady Health Workers Programme.

Concerning infant and young child health and feeding, the Committee investigated on the efforts being taken to promote breastfeeding and on the stagnant levels of malnutrition among young children. According to the government, the Lady Health Worker Programme has reached its targets by reaching 1.2 million people and providing 100,000 lady health workers; it aims among others to provide breastfeeding counselling and improve the nutrition of mothers and children. A "sprinkle" pilot project has been initiated in four districts. 

Committee Recommendations: 

Regarding health and health services, the Committee is concerned by (para 60) " (c) The very high infant and under-five mortality rates, with an estimated 500,000 under-five infant deaths each year due to preventable causes; […] (d) The lack of access to sanitation and clean, sufficient, reliable and affordable drinking water, the high prevalence of malnutrition among children, as well as diarrhoea, acute respiratory tract infections, malaria and iodine deficiency, which threaten the right to health and survival of children; and (e) The insufficient rate of immunization coverage and the increase of polio cases in the country […]". 

Therefore the Committee recommends the State Party to (para 61) "(c) Take immediate action to reduce infant, child and maternal mortality rates, including by accelerating the recruitment, training and deployment of “lady health workers” and “community midwives”, as noted in the report, and by improving access to basic emergency obstetric and newborn care;  (d) Take urgent action to address preventable health problems among children, including with regard to malnutrition, iodine deficiency, malaria, diarrhoea, acute respiratory diseases, measles and meningitis. […]".

Finally, concerning breastfeeding, the Committee (Para 62) "notes with concern that exclusive breastfeeding for six months is declining." In paragraph 63 it recommends that Pakistan "make expeditiously and effectively operational the Child Nutrition and Breast Milk Ordinance 2002."
Suggestions: In view of the very high mortality rates of infants and the low and declining rates of exclusive breastfeeding, it is important that NGOs and government together invest efforts in the successful lady health workers programme and the existing breastfeeding protection law. The Committee recommendations are clear, strong, and precise and well followed should allow to reverse the current trend.
The 5th periodic report for the country of Pakistan will have to be submitted by 11 December 2011.

4) The Philippines (15 September 2009)

This was the review of the Philippines' combined 3rd and 4th periodic reports. The country was represented by a team of 19 people, one of which worked for the Department of Health. IBFAN presented a report on the breastfeeding situation in the country. Mr. L. Citarella and Mr. S. Koompraphant were country rapporteurs.

Legislation and other measures: Since the last review, some legislative measures have been taken: the enactment of the Magna Carta of Women, the adoption of the Juvenile Justice and Welfare Act, the creation of the Subcommittee of Children Affected by Armed Conflict, the ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and of the Second Optional Protocol of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights. In addition to this, the “Child 21” framework has been formulated representing the National Strategic Framework for Plan Development for Children for the period 2000-2025 whose goal is to build a “child-sensitive and child-friendly society”. Moreover, five child protection laws have been enacted, namely the Anti-Trafficking in Persons Act, the Elimination of the Worst Forms of Child Labour Act, the Act Allowing Illegitimate Children to Use the Surname of their Father, the Anti-Violence Against Women and Their Children Act and the Newborn Screening Act. 

However, during the discussion, several gaps were identified in the legislation of the country in the areas of: minimum age of sexual consent, child pornography, corporal punishment and other forms of violence in the home, school and community and discrimination against children born out of wedlock. One step forward in the issue of child soldiers and children involved in armed conflict has been the agreement between the United Nations Children's Fund/ United Nations Country Team and the Moro Islamic Liberation Front on the demobilization of child soldiers. The department of Social Welfare and Development has been designed as the lead agency responsible for the rights of the child. 

The discussion concerned the following issues: children victims of torture or inhuman and degrading treatment; trafficking of children and women; discrimination (poverty, rural versus urban, girl child discrimination, migrant children, street children, religion); education (school feeding, religious education, increase in dropout rates and decrease of State budget for education); day-care centres (insufficient number and possibility for improvement); juvenile justice (insufficient number of juvenile courts, juvenile detention, training of officials); terrorism; definition of the child; dissemination of the Convention in the various languages of the Philippines; human rights institutions (the status of the National Human Rights Commission and of the Presidential Human Rights Committee); corporal punishment; the impact of the financial crisis on Sate budget (in particular through the impact on remittances, budget allocation to education and health); children with disabilities; child protection services (protection of child witnesses); minors in armed conflict and extrajudicial killings; street children; child abuse and sexual exploitation; indigenous children; poverty programmes (Cash Transfer Programmes and Accelerated Hunger Mitigation Programme). 

Concerning health, the discussion focused on: high infant and under-5 mortality rates (even though improvements were acknowledged); immunization; high malnutrition (closely linked to poverty); reproductive health (law currently under discussion, priority given to family planning since abortion is illegal). The delegation expressed the commitment of the Philippines to reduce the maternal mortality rate. Various health issues were introduced with the Newborns Screening Act of 2004 under the health insurance coverage for mothers. 

Concerning nutrition and infant feeding, the discussion touched upon breastfeeding policy (very low coverage of breastfeeding), breastfeeding promotion and facilities (breastfeeding stations have been made available at the workplace), the International Code (difficulties with the implementation) as well as maternity protection (maternal leave allowed for only nine to ten weeks, differences between public and private sectors). The delegation said that the government of the Philippines encourages mothers to continue breastfeeding even while they are working. 

Committee Recommendations: 

Regarding basic health and welfare, Concluding Observations referred to: children with disabilities (paras 53, 54: disaggregated data; comprehensive policy; ensure participation; provision of services; awareness campaigns; training for professionals); environmental health (para 60: fight environmental degradation, increase children's knowledge, access to safe drinking water, children affected by natural disasters); adolescent health (paras 61, 62: Reproductive Health Bill; health counselling and information, sex education, HIV/AIDS awareness campaigns).

As for recommendations concerning the health services and access (para 59)“The Committee recommends that the State Party: a) Continue to ensure that appropriate resources are allocated for the health sector [...] ; b) Strengthen and implement measures to guarantee access to quality prenatal and pot-natal services and facilities, […] ;c) Continue to take all necessary measures to lower infant, under-five and maternal mortality rates; […] e) Effectively address the issue of under-nutrition by providing adequate food and supplements, as well as education on healthy early habits […]".

In relation to breastfeeding, the Committee adopted the IBFAN recommendations entirely. In paragraph 57, the Committee "reiterates its concern at the low practice of exclusive breastfeeding" and is also "concerned that maternity leave periods are insufficient and at the differences in the criteria for entitlement to maternity leave for workers in the public and private sectors." In paragraph 58 "The Committee recommends that the State party take the necessary measures to ensure the effective implementation of the Milk Code (E.O 51) and the 2007 rIRR - revised Implementing Rules and Regulations of the Milk Code. Recalling its previous recommendation (CRC/C/15/Add.259, para. 59 (f)), the Committee recommends that the State party further encourage exclusive breastfeeding for six months after birth with modifications for an appropriate infant diet thereafter and take measures to improve the nutritional status of children through education and promotion of healthy feeding practices. The Committee also calls on the State party to review its maternity legislation in order to support women working in both the public and private sectors equally by providing the recommended 14 weeks of paid maternity leave in accordance with the ILO Maternal Protection Convention No. 183."
Suggestions: It is important to note that the CRC Committee has taken all of the IBFAN recommendations of our alternative report. Three important issues have to improve over the next years: adoption of a stronger maternity protection law, with longer leave and harmonisation between public and private sector workers; better feeding practices – both breastfeeding and complementary feeding – thanks to education programmes; and implementation of the Milk Code and the Implementing Rules. 
The next combined 5th and 6th periodic reports are due 19 September 2017.

5) Qatar (29 September 2009)
This was Qatar’s 2nd periodic report to the Committee. IBFAN did not present a report on the breastfeeding situation. The delegation was large, composed of 19 people, one of which came from Hamad Medical Corporation. Ms. K. Varmah and Mr. K. Filali were country rapporteurs.

Legislation and other measures: Since the first periodic review, a number of legislative measures have been undertaken with a view to implementing the Convention, such as the Permanent Constitution of the State of Qatar in 2004; the Labour Code of 2004, which contained articles on child labour; the Civil Code of 2004, which affords protection to children; and Act No. 22 of 2005, prohibiting the recruitment, employment, training and participation of children in camel racing and prescribing penalties for infringing the Act. Measures have also been taken in the sectors of health and education, most prominently the establishment of the National Health Authority, which defines health standards and draws programmes and policies. A National Committee has been established to coordinate work for the reporting to and the implementation of the Committee recommendations. A number of international treaties and conventions have been ratified by the state of Qatar such as the ILO Convention No. 138 concerning the Minimum Age for Admission to Employment, the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and the Convention on the Elimination of all Forms of Discrimination against Women.
The discussion included the following topics amongst others: delays in the adoption of the Children's Bill; health services; children with special needs; discrimination against women; hotline for children; juvenile justice (minimum age of criminal responsibility still at seven, right to be heard in criminal proceedings, treatment of children between 16 and 18); human trafficking; camel child jockeys; rights of migrant or refugee children to basic welfare services; children's freedom of expression; education (teachers' training, Islamic schools); children born out of wedlock (who do not have the right to know who are or to be cared for by their parents); corporal punishment (lawful in families and alternative care settings). 
Concerning health, the discussion centered on drug abuse among adolescents; children with disabilities; health counselling to children.
Regarding breastfeeding, there were questions regarding the very low rates of breastfeeding and the government's intention to implement the BFHI in order to achieve exclusive breastfeeding up to six months. Also maternity leave and breastfeeding breaks were discussed. 
According to the governmental delegation there are no legal hindrances for women to breastfeed and they have the right to have breastfeeding breaks and to paid maternity leave (fully paid for two months and partially paid up to three years).
Committee recommendations: 

The Committee's recommendations referred to children with disabilities (paras 50, 51: promote equal opportunities, early detection, improve and standardize service provision); adolescent health (paras 52, 53: nutritional status, mental health, reproductive and HIV/AIDS education, gender-sensitive counselling, drug and tobacco use prevention); harmful traditional practices (paras 54, 55: early marriage of girl children). 
As for breastfeeding-related recommendations, there was none.

Suggestions: Though there were no recommendations pertaining to health and nutrition of very young children, it is important for groups and breastfeeding advocates to focus on better feeding practices (breastfeeding, adequate complementary feeding) in order to counter the trend towards obesity and the rapidly declining rates of breastfeeding. This very rich country offers a potentially huge market for producers/distributors of breast-milk substitutes and it is therefore important that breastfeeding be protected. As for working mothers, legislation is weak, leave is short (8 weeks) and women working in the private sector are not well protected.  

The next 3rd and 4th periodic report has been requested for 2 May 2013. 

We are not aware of a National Coalition in Qatar.
7) Summary

IBFAN presented an alternative report for four of the five countries reviewed. There was a discussion on infant feeding in all cases. In its Concluding Observations, the Committee made direct recommendations concerning breastfeeding in four cases out of five and none in the case of Qatar. Promotion of breastfeeding and of exclusive breastfeeding for 6 months, adoption of the International Code of Marketing of Breast-milk Substitutes (Bolivia, Mozambique, Pakistan, the Philippines), combating malnourishment and infant and maternal mortality were amongst the points that were listed in the CRC Committee recommendations.

If we aim for questions to continue and for recommendations to be maintained at a high level, it is essential that we continue sending in reports on the breastfeeding situation, and maintain our presence during the sessions. Equally important, and in the long-term even more essential: advocates have to follow up on discussions and recommendations at country level after the review of their country. In the country summaries above, we have included information on the due-date of the next report and the contact details of the national child rights coalitions so that breastfeeding advocates approach them in time to work together to implement or push for the implementation of the Committee recommendations.

III. NGOs and the Pre-session meetings (5-7 October 2009)

NGOs from met with the Committee during the pre-session meetings in relation to the January 2010 country reviews (Session 53). NGOs also met in prevision of the reviews of the optional protocols. The meetings were closed and GIFA staff did not attend. 

IV. Other points of interest discussed during Session 50

Dual Chambers: as there is a 3-year backlog in States party reviews (80 reports), the Committee will function again in dual chambers, as of January 2010. 
Complaints mechanism: There is an ongoing discussion concerning the adoption of a third Optional protocol to the CRC regarding a complaints mechanism for individual complaints. All other HRs conventions have such a mechanism. States are invited to collaborate in the process and participate in a working group on the issue.

General Comments: the Committee did not adopt any General comments during this session..

V. 20th Anniversary of the CRC (8-9 October 2009)
20th Anniversary of the CRC: A celebration was held on the 8 and 9 October 2009 in Geneva on the theme Dignity, Development and Dialogue. The celebration addressed the challenges after 20 years of existence of the CRC and 18 years of monitoring. Civil society, States parties and UN agencies attended the celebrations.
Several workshops and six thematic working groups were organized to reflect on how to ensure that the principles and rights recognized in the CRC are upheld and enjoyed, without distinction of any kind, in a practical and meaningful way in the lives of all children. Coordination of efforts among various actors, mainstreaming child's rights in every level of action and monitoring of progress in the realization of the right of the child were recommended by every working group.

Working Group 1: Children: rights-holders versus commodity. The group recommended that legislation at the national level and an integrated rights-based approach are necessary to guarantee a system of prevention and protection against sexual abuse and exploitation. These measures must be complemented by a mechanism of investigation, complaints and sanctions. Awareness and responsibilities should be expanded beyond state institutions and should include the private sector, the media and the international organizations. 
Working Group 2: Discrimination against children. This group identified a need for better coordination among human rights treaty bodies. It recommended that State parties and other stakeholders should pay attention to the prevention of the discrimination and assure the availability of remedies for individual or groups of children victims of discrimination. Particular issues that were highlighted concerned the depiction of children and the need to promote data collection and monitoring tools. 
Working Group 3: States parties’ obligations: realizing economic, social and cultural rights. Are child rights a luxury during an economic crisis? The group recommended that State parties review and develop national plans of action, ensure the justiciability of the economic, social and cultural rights of the child and make sure that efforts to revive the economy contain child-centered components. States were urged to protect present levels of contributions toward international cooperation in the face of the current economic crisis. 
Working Group 4: Evolving capacities as an enabling principle in practice. This group recommended that every State party should enable an environment in which the capacities of the child can develop in a harmonious and healthy manner. In particular, State parties should recognize the importance of the educational system and establish appropriate ages for the independent exercise of some of the child's rights while recognizing the diversity of capacities. 

Working Group 5: A new democratic dynamic: child participation in the public sphere. The group recommended that State parties institutionalize and support mechanisms for child participation at national as well as local levels. Particular attention should be given to the participation of discriminated and marginalized groups of children. Important stakeholders in the process include the media, education operators, parents and professionals.
Working Group 6: Children's voices in the family: overcoming resistance. This group recommended that the State parties put in place a holistic strategy and a child-complaints mechanism for the productive dialogue in the family. Special measures were recommended for children with specific needs and a more generic human rights education for children and their caregivers. Finally the group recommended the promotion of research in the area of dialogue within families. 
VI. 53rd Session, January 2010 + 54th pre-session
1) Plenary session 53 (11 - 29 January 2010)
The State Party reviews of the following countries will take place: Burkina Faso, Cameroon, Ecuador, El Salvador, Norway, Mongolia, Paraguay, and Tajikistan. Optional protocol reviews: Ecuador, El Salvador, Estonia, Israel, Lichtenstein, Mongolia, and Sierra Leone. 

2) Pre-session 54 (February 2010)
NGOs from States parties to be reviewed in May 2010 will attend the pre-session in January. Countries are: Argentina, Belgium, Grenada, Guatemala, Japan, Macedonia Nigeria, and Tunisia. Countries to be reviewed regarding the Optional protocols are: Argentina, Belgium, Colombia, Japan, Macedonia, and Serbia.
